e Address both bullet points equally (same amount of quotes and paragraphs needed for each)
e If you can’t remember the full quote, still try to use it and make a close guess

PART 2:
e 15 minutes for this question
e 8 marks

e Read the poem and the question 3 times first before planning

e Plan your answer by choosing 1 quotation from the new poem that best answers the question, and one
guotation from the first poem that best an answers the question (5 minutes max)

e Make sure you use 2 quotations = 2 PETEAs (one for each poem)
